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ESTUDOS OLIMPICOS DESENVOLVIDOS POR PLATAFORMA
VIRTUAL PROMOVEM CONECTIVIDADE ENTRE AUTORES,
UNIVERSIDADES E PAISES

Lamartine DaCosta & Ana Miragaya

O Grupo de Pesquisas em Estudos Olimpicos (GPEO) da Universidade do
Estado do Rio de Janeiro (UERJ) desde 2014, logo apds a emissao da
Agenda Olimpica 2020, passou a operar como Plataforma Virtual (Virtual
Hub) atingindo entao seus resultados de maior destaque em 25 anos de
existéncia. Este procedimento de tecnologia editorial relaciona autores
de multiplos paises em livros coletivos organizados em torno de temas de
conhecimento que atendam interesses comuns. Estabelecido este
agrupamento colaborativo, cria-se uma plataforma digital em PDF
gerando conhecimento em formato livro que pode posteriormente se
renovar em diversos outros formatos e propdsitos.



Nesses termos, a Plataforma Virtual atua como base de conectividade
para os autores participantes, criando vinculos entre GPEOs de diferentes
universidades e paises, criando audiéncia para eventos académicos
(workshops, foruns, semindrios etc.). Este dispositivo opera entao por
meio de ativismo, promovendo conhecimento dos temas olimpicos e
mobilizando stakeholders para diferentes eventos dos Estudos Olimpicos
nacionais e internacionais. Tal configuragio também mantém ativa a
producdao académica tradicional mais individualizada ou de pequenos
grupos de autores como se pode constatar pela listagem em anexo e pelo
mapa que a complementa.

Os resultados efetivos da adesao as recomendagdes da Agenda Olimpica
2020 sdo apresentados adiante por meio de lista dos produtos / temas
[/autores nos anos 2015 — 2017, que adotaram as linguas inglesa,
portuguesa e chinesa nos seus textos. Os livros e capitulos de livros do ano
de 2018 — hoje em processo de editoracao e impressao - constituem
resultados das articulagcdoes e da expansao no periodo 2015-2017 sob a
lideranca do Prof Dr. Lamartine DaCosta (org.) e da Profa. Dra. Ana
Miragaya (ed.), coordenadores do GPEO-UERJ. Em particular, nesse ultimo
grupo, cabe destacar o livro coletivo editado por Todt, Ribeiro, Miragaya
e DaCosta (Edi¢ido CBPC & Universidade Santa Ursula, 2018), que inaugura
a inclusao de textos em espanhol, ampliando assim para quatro linguas a
abrangéncia da Plataforma Virtual GPEO-UERJ.

OLYMPIC STUDIES DEVELOPED BY MEANS OF A VIRTUAL
PLATFORM ARE PROMOTING CONNECTIVITY BETWEEN
AUTHORS, UNIVERSITIES AND COUNTRIES

Soon after the publication of Olympic Agenda 2020 in 2014, the Olympic
Studies Research Group of the State University of Rio de Janeiro (GPEO-
UERJ) started to operate as a Virtual Hub (digital platform), recently
reaching its most prominent results within the last 25 years (1993-2018).
This procedure of editorial technology brings together authors of many
countries in collective books organized around themes which serve
common interests. A PDF digital platform for GPEO-UERJ has been



collaboratively developed generating knowledge within a book format,
which can be renewed in various other formats and purposes.

Accordingly, the Virtual Hub works as a basis of connectivity for
participating authors, developing links with GPEOs of different
universities and countries, creating audiences for academic events
(workshops, forums, seminars, etc.). This device works by means of
activism, promoting knowledge around Olympic themes and mobilizing
stakeholders for different events of national and international Olympic
Studies research groups and centers. Such configuration has also kept the
traditional academic production active through work developed by
individuals and by small groups of authors as it can be observed on the list
below and on the complementary map.

The effective results of the adherence to the recommendations of
Olympic Agenda 2020 are presented below by means of a list of products-
themes-authors of the years 2015 — 2017. The authors adopted English,
Portuguese and Chinese languages in their texts. The books and book
chapters of 2018 - still in the process of editing and printing — are results
of articulations and expansion of the period 2015-2017, under the
leadership of Prof. Dr. Lamartine DaCosta (org.) and Prof. Dr. Ana
Miragaya (ed.), coordinators of UERJ-GPEO. As part of this last group, the
2018 collective book edited by Todt, Ribeiro, Miragaya and DaCosta
(edited by CBPC — Pierre de Coubertin Brazilian Committee - and Santa
Ursula University) starts the inclusion of texts in Spanish, increasing to
four languages the scope of UERJ- GPEO Virtual Platform.
